| A; ‘ Is Moving to a New Location
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Los Angeles Fire and Police Pensions (LAFPP) will be moving two

blocks away to our own building. We will be open for business at
our new location on Monday, March 21, 2016. (Our actual move will
take place from noon on Friday through Sunday, March 18-20, 2016.)

B fter leasing our offices in Little Tokyo for nearly 30 vyears,

Our new address is:

701 East 3rd Street,
Los Angeles, CA 90013
(NE corner of East 3rd Street &
Alameda Street)
in the downtown Arts District

Parking will be available in the

adjacent lot to the east of the

building. Street parking is also
available.

Although LAFPP has been housed in leased space for approximately 30
years, the Board decided to pursue the purchase of our own building to
house the Department for the next 30 years or longer. In 2013, the
Board purchased a 54,000 square foot, four-story office building
constructed in 1924. The building is known as the Neptune Building in
the community, as it originally housed the Neptune Water Meter
Company. LAFPP will occupy floors 2
through 4, with plans to lease out the
1st floor. Over the past two years, the
building has undergone a number of
tenant improvements such as:

e Seismically strengthen the building
to bring it up to current building
standards.

e Larger and more counseling rooms —

for private individual appointments with

members.

e Upgraded Board Room - with technology to offer all stakeholders
the benefits of improved viewing and audio of Board meetings.
This room will also be used for training sessions for members and
staff.

e Enhanced security with key card access to office space and
security guard stationed in the lobby.
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Leadership in Energy and
Environmental Designh (LEED)
A Standard for Green Buildings

As part of the planning and design of
the tenant improvements, LAFPP
worked to secure a LEED certification
for the new building. LEED provides
building owners and operators with a
framework for identifying and
implementing practical and measurable
green building design, construction,
operations and maintenance solutions.

LEED certification means healthier,
more productive places, reduced stress
on the environment by encouraging
energy and resource-efficient buildings,
and savings from decreased utility
costs. As a LEED-certified building, we
aim to:

¢ Be resource efficient

e Use less water and energy

¢ Reduce greenhouse gas
emissions

e Save money

The LEED rating system offers four
certification levels for new construction
- Certified, Silver, Gold and Platinum -
determined by the number of credits
accrued in five green design categories:
sustainable sites, water efficiency,
energy and atmosphere, materials and
resources and indoor environmental
quality. Taking time and budget into
consideration, LAFPP is currently
targeting a Silver LEED certification,
which is commendable given that the
building was originally constructed in
1924.

LAFPP continues to strive to reduce
operating costs in the future and benefit
the environment by designing a building
that is truly green. You can find more

members

In 2013, the new LAFPP
Boardroom was dedicated and
named in honor of Commissioner
Sam Diannitto, retired Fire
Department representative, to
recognize his numerous
contributions to LAFPP members
and unprecedented service to the
residents of Los Angeles.

Commissioner Diannitto currently
serves on the Board and was a
member of the Los Angeles Fire
Department for 43 years, retiring
in 1997 at the rank of Assistant
Fire Chief. He was first elected to
the Board in 1972 and has served
for 40 years — 25 years as the
active Fire Department
representative and 15 years as
the retired Fire Department
representative.
